	I greet students and mark the roll

anagram puzzle for engagement and focus:

nasus   dias    ist     het   yese  seetpr     era    ulbe   sih     rea    ornwb   

Susan said, it's the eyes. Peter's are blue. His are brown.

I elicit the main ideas from students:

What was the story about?

Why is the book's title Brown Eyes?

Did  Peter kill Susan?

Why did the main kill Susan?

Why did the man put the gun in Peter's hand?

Where is Peter now?

text sequencing activity:

I put students into 6 groups  comprising: 5 x 2 and 1 group 3. Groups are mixed gender and nationality.

I elicit why we do group work and what is expected.

I introduce the activity in which students sequence the main events in the novel.

I check for instruction understanding.

I tell students they have 10 minutes to sequence. 

Students sequence the events.

I check answers by asking the groups the sequence - I ask the rest of the class if they agree with the sequence.

Assessment

Post-lesson Reflection


I was pleased with this lesson. The puzzle at the start of the lesson was an effective way of getting students to focus as well as elicit the main idea of the novel. The text sequencing activity was a good way of consolidating students understanding of the main events in the novel and their chronological order. Students will need this in order to achieve the end task in which they write a letter in Peter's defence.

I need to increase my 'wait time' for students to answer a question.

The woman in the Italian restaurant smiles and says “hello again” to Peter.

Susan and Peter dine at the restaurant Hotel Vista and Peter says that

somebody is pretending to be him and that he is going to the police.

Susan tells Peter not to go to the police because they will laugh at him.

Later that evening, Susan and Peter see the man pretending to Peter and

follow him.

Susan and Peter arrive at the door of the hotel at ten o’clock.

Susan and Peter find a photograph of them on the bed.

The door opens and the man with Peter’s face enters with a gun.

Susan says: It's the eyes. Peter’s are blue. His are brown.

Susan recognizes the man and says his name is Stephen Griggs.

Stephen Griggs shoots Susan and kills her. He then removes the mask of
